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Aging and Long-Term Care TC "Aging and Long-Term Care" \f C \l "1" 
AB 324 (Beall) - Aging: elder economic security standard index TC "AB 324 (Beall) - Aging: elder economic security standard index" \f C \l "2" 
Requires each area agency on aging to utilize the elder economic security standard index, which quantifies private market costs of food, shelter, health care, and other basic needs for elders, in developing its four-year “area plan,” which includes population trends and assessment of the community’s need for services and sources of funding.  Requires each area plan to also specify the costs of meeting basic needs for elders in each planning and service area, and identify which elders are living at or below the threshhold of the index. Requires California Department of Aging to include the index in the four-year state plan and review area agencies on aging area plans for inclusion of the index.  Makes these requirements effective only when the index is updated and available.  Vetoed by the governor.
AB 407 (Beall) - Continuing care contracts: retirement communities TC "AB 407 (Beall) - Continuing care contracts: retirement communities" \f C \l "2" 
Imposes various requirements on a provider with respect to the permanent closure of a continuing care retirement community facility, including specified notification requirements, the submission of a written closure and relocation plan for the facility, the offering of specified relocation or compensation options for residents, and other financial and process requirements.  Prohibits providers from taking any action to relocate a resident or to close the facility until the plan has been submitted to the Department of Social Services, affected residents of the facility and their designated representatives, and the local long-term care ombudsman program.  Requires the department to monitor the implementation of permanent closures and relocation plans of continuing care retirement communities.  Chapter 442, Statutes of 2009.

CalWORKS, Food Stamps, and Homelessness Assistance TC "CalWORKS, Food Stamps, and Homelessness Assistance" \f C \l "1" 
SB 384 (Benoit) - CalWORKs eligibility: drug testing TC "SB 384 (Benoit) - CalWORKs eligibility: drug testing" \f C \l "2" 
Establishes random drug testing for CalWORKs recipients and requires recipients who fail the test to complete a one-year drug treatment program to avoid loss of CalWORKs aid.  Failed in Senate Human Services Committee. Pending as a two-year bill 
SB 718 (Leno) - Public social services: CalWORKs and the food stamp program TC "SB 718 (Leno) - Public social services: CalWORKs and the food stamp program" \f C \l "2" 
Repeals the current requirement that all adult members of a household applying for or receiving food stamps be fingerprinted as a condition of eligibility.  Maintains the fingerprinting requirement for adults applying for any type of cash aid, such as CalWORKs or general relief, and requires the Department of Social Services and the Office of Systems Integration to maintain the finger imaging system.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
AB 510 (Evans) - CalWORKs: aid amount calculation TC "AB 510 (Evans) - CalWORKs: aid amount calculation" \f C \l "2" 
Provides that, as of January 1, 2009, any month when a county has granted CalWORKs recipients a “good cause” exemption from participating in CalWORKs activities, because the county cannot provide the necessary job or child care service, will not be counted as a month of receipt of aid, as specified.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
AB 643 (Skinner) - Public aid programs: eligibility: change of residence TC "AB 643 (Skinner) - Public aid programs: eligibility: change of residence" \f C \l "2" 
Specifies that “aid,” for purposes of the provisions relating to a recipient’s change of residence, includes benefits under the supplemental nutrition assistance program (SNAP), formerly the food stamp program, thereby requiring county welfare offices to transfer a recipient’s SNAP benefits from one county to another without requiring the recipient to reapply in the new county.  Implements this change first for recipients of SNAP who are also receiving either CalWORKS or Medi-Cal, or both.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
AB 719 (B. Lowenthal) - Transitional food stamps for foster youth TC "AB 719 (B. Lowenthal) - Transitional food stamps for foster youth" \f C \l "2" 
Requires the Department of Social Services to propose a transitional food stamps for foster youth demonstration project, effective July 1, 2010, which would provide 12 months of federal food stamp benefits to youth emancipating from foster care, who are not eligible for CalWORKS or Supplemental Security Income benefits.  Makes these benefits contingent on federal participation, and requires the department to seek federal approval no later than March 1, 2010.  Chapter 371, Statutes of 2009.
AB 1058 (Beall) - CalWORKs eligibility: asset limits: vehicles TC "AB 1058 (Beall) - CalWORKs eligibility: asset limits: vehicles" \f C \l "2" 
Eliminates existing requirements on counties for assessing the value of a motor vehicle for the purposes of CalWORKs eligibility, and excludes the value of a motor vehicle from consideration when determining or redetermining CalWORKs eligibility.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
AB 1177 (Fong) - Homelessness: interagency council on homelessness TC "AB 1177 (Fong) - Homelessness: interagency council on homelessness" \f C \l "2" 
Establishes an 18-member California Interagency Council on Homelessness and prescribes its membership and duties.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
AB 1198 (Swanson) - Food stamps: eligibility: drug felonies TC "AB 1198 (Swanson) - Food stamps: eligibility: drug felonies" \f C \l "2" 
Eliminates the distinction between specific types of drug felonies for the purposes of eligibility for federal food stamp benefits, and allows all individuals who are convicted of drug felonies to receive federal food stamp benefits, provided they meet certain treatment conditions.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
Child Care TC "Child Care" \f C \l "1" 
SB 379 (Huff) - Child care: licensure requirements TC "SB 379 (Huff) - Child care: licensure requirements" \f C \l "2" 
Defines “heritage schools” in the Health and Safety Code and establishes requirements for them in lieu of child care licensing requirements.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
SB 702 (DeSaulnier) - Ancillary day care centers: employees: trustline providers TC "SB 702 (DeSaulnier) - Ancillary day care centers: employees: trustline providers" \f C \l "2" 
Requires a business, which provides temporary day care services for children whose parents are shopping at their business, to obtain a trustline clearance for any person that supervises children.  Allows a 12-month phase-in period for these businesses to comply with the new requirement, and defines a business providing temporary day care as an “ancillary day care center,” as specified.  Requires the Department of Social Services to charge a fee for processing the trustline applications and maintaining the registry.  Chapter 199, Statutes of 2009.
AB 1368 (Adams) - Child day care: safety TC "AB 1368 (Adams) - Child day care: safety" \f C \l "2" 
Requires small family child care homes to ensure that at least one staff member present has completed a course in pediatric first aid and pediatric cardiopulmonary resuscitation.  Chapter 528, Statutes of 2009.
Community Care Facilities, Licensing, Residential Care, Facilities for the Elderly TC "Community Care Facilities, Licensing, Residential Care, Facilities for the Elderly" \f C \l "1" 
AB 123 (Portantino) - Housing for elderly or disabled persons TC "AB 123 (Portantino) - Housing for elderly or disabled persons" \f C \l "2" 
Exempts from Department of Social Services licensing two additional types of housing:  residences covered by the federal low income housing tax credit and federal Section 8 subsidized housing, provided that specified criteria are met.  Chapter 82, Statutes of 2009.
AB 407 (Beall) - Continuing care contracts: retirement communities TC "AB 407 (Beall) - Continuing care contracts: retirement communities" \f C \l "2" 
Imposes various requirements on a provider with respect to the permanent closure of a continuing care retirement community facility, including specified notification requirements, the submission of a written closure and relocation plan for the facility, the offering of specified relocation or compensation options for residents, and other financial and process requirements.  Prohibits providers from taking any action to relocate a resident or to close the facility until the plan has been submitted to the Department of Social Services, affected residents of the facility and their designated representatives, and the local long-term care ombudsman program.  Requires the department to monitor the implementation of permanent closures and relocation plans of continuing care retirement communities.  Chapter 442, Statutes of 2009.
AB 762 (B. Lowenthal) - Residential facilities: bedridden persons TC "AB 762 (B. Lowenthal) - Residential facilities: bedridden persons" \f C \l "2" 
Includes within the definition of “nonambulatory person” a resident who is unable to independently transfer to and from bed, but who does not need assistance turning and repositioning in bed, for the purpose of fire clearance of community care facilities and residential care facilities, as specified.  Chapter 471, Statutes of 2009.
AB 1044 (Jones) - Continuing care retirement communities: contracts TC "AB 1044 (Jones) - Continuing care retirement communities: contracts" \f C \l "2" 
Transfers the oversight and regulation of the finances and contracts of continuing care retirement communities from the Department of Social Services (DSS) to the California Department of Insurance; leaves with DSS the oversight and regulation of programs and services provided directly to residents.  Makes changes to law related to implement the transfer and imposes new financial and other obligations on providers related to oversight by the Department of Insurance.  Pending in Senate Human Services Committee as a two-year bill.
AB 1169 (Ruskin) - Elderly care: continuing care contracts: financial reporting requirements TC "AB 1169 (Ruskin) - Elderly care: continuing care contracts: financial reporting requirements" \f C \l "2" 
Expands the information a provider of a continuing care retirement community must disclose in its annual financial report regarding expenditures and accumulations for identified projects or purposes, as specified.  Chapter 513, Statutes of 2009.
AB 1368 (Adams) - Child day care: safety TC "AB 1368 (Adams) - Child day care: safety" \f C \l "2" 
Requires small family child care homes to ensure that at least one staff member present has completed a course in pediatric first aid and pediatric cardiopulmonary resuscitation.  Chapter 528, Statutes of 2009.

Developmental Services, Rehabilitative Services TC "Developmental Services, Rehabilitative Services" \f C \l "1" 
SB 383 (Liu) - Autism spectrum disorders: screening TC "SB 383 (Liu) - Autism spectrum disorders: screening" \f C \l "2" 
Requires the Department of Developmental Services to partner with a regional center to create a two-year pilot program that would identify ways to improve early developmental screening protocols and coordination of referral, diagnostic, and treatment services for children with autism spectrum disorders between birth and age five, and develop a model of best practices.  Requires the department to report to the Legislature and governor on the pilot program by July 1, 2012, and makes the pilot contingent upon receipt of federal funds.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.

AB 140 (Beall) - Developmental disabilities TC "AB 140 (Beall) - Developmental disabilities" \f C \l "2" 
Establishes a dispute resolution process that applies to interagency disputes between a regional center and a generic agency, as defined, such as a local education agency, when the regional center believes that a generic agency is legally obligated to fund or provide a service contained in the service plan for any child under six years of age.  Chapter 84, Statutes of 2009.
AB 287 (Beall) - Persons with developmental disabilities: employment TC "AB 287 (Beall) - Persons with developmental disabilities: employment" \f C \l "2" 
Requires the State Council on Developmental Disabilities to establish a standing employment first committee to identify strategies, best practices, and incentives, and to develop an employment first policy, the intended outcome of which is a significant increase in the number of people with developmental disabilities who are employed in integrated work, self-employment, and microenterprises, and in the number earning wages at or above minimum wage.  Requires the committee to annually report to the Legislature and the governor, beginning July 1, 2011, on its work and recommendations. Makes related legislative findings and declarations.  Chapter 231, Statutes of 2009.
AB 302 (Beall) - Developmental services: regional centers TC "AB 302 (Beall) - Developmental services: regional centers" \f C \l "2" 
Requires the Department of Developmental Services, using existing data, to determine how purchase-of-service funds are spent based on consumer ethnicity and primary language.  Requires the department to update these data annually, for the state as a whole and separately for each regional center, and to post the data on its Internet Web site.  Held in Senate Human Services Committee as a two-year bill.
AB 398 (Monning) - Acquired brain trauma: administration TC "AB 398 (Monning) - Acquired brain trauma: administration" \f C \l "2" 
Transfers the administrative duties and oversight of the California traumatic brain injury program from the Department of Mental Health to the Department of Rehabilitation (DOR), and extends the program’s sunset date from July 1, 2012, to July 1, 2019.  Repeals specified provisions related to the program, and establishes new duties for DOR related to oversight of the program, including determination of service provider requirements for service delivery, uniform data collection, and other aspects of program administration, and monitoring and evaluation of service provider performance.  Requires service provider compliance with additional requirements by July 1, 2013.  Makes other related changes regarding use of program funding and extends the deadline for submission of a home- and community-based services waiver application to serve a subset of this population.  Chapter 439, Statutes of 2009.
AB 438 (Beall) - Persons with developmental disabilities: criminal proceedings: diversion TC "AB 438 (Beall) - Persons with developmental disabilities: criminal proceedings: diversion" \f C \l "2" 
Expands the eligibility for diversion consideration to anyone determined to have a specified cognitive developmental disability who is charged with (or whose charges are reduced to) a non-violent felony, regardless of whether the defendant has ever been a regional center client, and regardless of whether the defendant has been diverted in the past two years.  Requires the Department of Developmental Services to create a task force to identify best practices related to: (a) early identification and assessment of people with developmental disabilities in the criminal and juvenile justice process; (b) communication and cooperation between regional centers and other local agencies, including law enforcement and the courts; and (c) training of jail and court personnel, including judges, public defenders, district attorneys, and probation officers, on issues related to people with developmental disabilities and available community resources. Requires the task force to issue reports to the Legislature at specified intervals.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
AB 1260 (Huffman) - Developmental services: regional centers TC "AB 1260 (Huffman) - Developmental services: regional centers" \f C \l "2" 
Revises the maximum purchase by a regional center of respite services for consumers, from a maximum number of days per year and hours per quarter, to a percentage of the annualized volume of respite services utilized by a consumer who received those services in the 2008-09 fiscal year. Revises the requirement for specified vendors to offer an alternative senior program component to be permissive, and revises the requirement for regional centers to provide information and offer an alternative senior program to be permissive.  Pending in Senate Rules Committee as a two-year bill.

Foster Care, Child Welfare, Adoptions TC "Foster Care, Child Welfare, Adoptions" \f C \l "1" 
SB 118 (Liu) - Child welfare services: incarcerated parents TC "SB 118 (Liu) - Child welfare services: incarcerated parents" \f C \l "2" 
Requires counties to include in a child welfare services recipient’s case plan information about incarcerated parents who receive services required by the court to reunify that parent with his/her children.  Requires social workers to make reasonable efforts to collect and update necessary data regarding a child’s incarcerated parent or parents, once a consistent data entry field or fields have been designated in the statewide child welfare database.  Chapter 338, Statutes of 2009.
SB 352 (Dutton) - Juvenile offenders: health facilities TC "SB 352 (Dutton) - Juvenile offenders: health facilities" \f C \l "2" 
Makes changes related to notification and the sharing of specified information about juvenile court wards placed out of the county of residence.  Expands the type of reportable incidents that a placement agency, as defined, must report to the appropriate licensing agency.  Chapter 46, Statutes of 2009.
SB 452 (Dutton) - At-risk children: registration of birth: notification to child protective services TC "SB 452 (Dutton) - At-risk children: registration of birth: notification to child protective services" \f C \l "2" 
Requires the state registrar of vital statistics to notify the appropriate child protective services agency of the birth of a child to a parent who has had his or her parental rights terminated due to abuse or neglect of a child, and requires that agency to conduct an immediate investigation to ensure the infant’s safety and well-being.  Pending in Senate Human Services Committee as a two-year bill.
SB 597 (Liu) - Child welfare services, foster care services, and adoption assistance TC "SB 597 (Liu) - Child welfare services, foster care services, and adoption assistance" \f C \l "2" 
Makes changes in state law relative to child welfare services to conform to the federal Fostering Connections to Success and Increasing Adoptions Act of 2008, and modifies foster family agency staffing ratios and foster care group home payment rates and levels.  Chapter 339, Statutes of 2009.
SB 654 (Leno) - Independent living program TC "SB 654 (Leno) - Independent living program" \f C \l "2" 
Extends eligibility for independent living skills education services to former foster youth placed with non-related legal guardians, as specified.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee.
AB 82 (Evans) - Dependent children: psychotropic medications TC "AB 82 (Evans) - Dependent children: psychotropic medications" \f C \l "2" 
Establishes a three-county pilot project that would create additional requirements in the court approval process for requests to administer psychotropic medications to children in foster care.  Requires the Judicial Council to adopt specified rules and forms to implement the project by July 1, 2010.  Requires the Department of Social Services, after consultation with the Department of Mental Health, to report to the Legislature before July 1, 2013, regarding the findings of the pilot project, as specified.
Vetoed by the governor.
AB 154 (Evans) - Adoption assistance: federal law TC "AB 154 (Evans) - Adoption assistance: federal law" \f C \l "2" 
Requires the Department of Social Services or licensed adoption agency to inform a prospective adoptive family of the potential eligibility for a federal and state tax credit, in conformity with the federal Fostering Connections to Success and Increasing Adoptions Act of 2008.  Also states the intent of the Legislature to conform state statutes with the federal act and to expend savings resulting from changes in eligibility for adoption assistance on specified services.  Chapter 222, Statutes of 2009.
AB 295 (Ammiano) - Children: adoption services TC "AB 295 (Ammiano) - Children: adoption services" \f C \l "2" 
Extends the availability of funds appropriated for a three-year pilot program that focuses on pre-adoption and post-adoption activities to June 30, 2010, and extends the date for the Department of Social Services to provide the related information on the pilot program to the Legislature to May 31, 2011.  Chapter 427, Statutes of 2009.
AB 488 (Torres) - Children’s services programs: performance agreement contracts TC "AB 488 (Torres) - Children’s services programs: performance agreement contracts" \f C \l "2" 
Authorizes the Department of Social Services to issue waivers that allow counties to renew or extend beyond a three-year time period specified performance agreements with private, nonprofit agencies that provide child welfare services not available in the community, promote change in the child welfare services sytem, and encourage innovation in the delivery of services.  Requires the county or private nonprofit agency to fund an independent evaluation of the agency’s performance, with a report of the results due to the department six months prior to the end of the agreement period, as specified.  Chapter 445, Statutes of 2009.
AB 595 (Adams) - Placement of children: criminal background checks TC "AB 595 (Adams) - Placement of children: criminal background checks" \f C \l "2" 
Conforms state law to federal law by requiring background checks and by prohibiting persons convicted of specified offenses from becoming foster or adoptive parents.  Chapter 246, Statutes of 2009.
AB 665 (Torrico) - State adoption services: investment TC "AB 665 (Torrico) - State adoption services: investment" \f C \l "2" 
Expands the number of ways the state is allowed to expend federal adoption incentive bonus dollars, from only “adoptions” to “any legal permanency outcome,” including, but not limited to, adoption, guardianship, and reunification.
Chapter 250, Statutes of 2009.
AB 719 (B. Lowenthal) - Transitional food stamps for foster youth TC "AB 719 (B. Lowenthal) - Transitional food stamps for foster youth" \f C \l "2" 
Requires the Department of Social Services to propose a transitional food stamps for foster youth demonstration project, effective July 1, 2010, which would provide 12 months of federal food stamp benefits to youth emancipating from foster care, who are not eligible for CalWORKS or Supplemental Security Income benefits.  Makes these benefits contingent on federal participation, and requires the department to seek federal approval no later than March 1, 2010.  Chapter 371, Statutes of 2009.
AB 770 (Torres) - Indian tribes: foster care and adoption programs TC "AB 770 (Torres) - Indian tribes: foster care and adoption programs" \f C \l "2" 
Conforms state law to the federal Fostering Connections to Success and Increasing Adoptions Act of 2008 by directing the Department of Social Services to negotiate in good faith with an Indian tribe, organization, or consortium in the state that requests development of an agreement with the state to administer all or part of the programs under Title IV-E of the federal Social Security Act, which provides for foster care, adoption assistance, and some transitional services for youth emancipating out of foster care, on behalf of the Indian children who are under the authority of the tribe, organization, or consortium.  Chapter 124, Statutes of 2009.
AB 921 (Jones) - Juvenile court jurisdiction: services and benefits TC "AB 921 (Jones) - Juvenile court jurisdiction: services and benefits" \f C \l "2" 
Requires a probation or parole officer, whenever the juvenile court terminates jurisdiction over a ward or upon release of a ward from a non-foster care facility, to provide a ward who was at any point previously adjudged a dependent child of juvenile court, or others as specified, with: (1) a written notice stating that he/she is a former foster child and may be eligible for the services and benefits that are available to former foster children through public and private programs, including, but not limited to, any independent living program for former foster children, and (2) information on the availability of, and assistance to enable the person to apply for and gain acceptance into, federal and state programs that provide independent living services and benefits to former foster children.  Vetoed by the governor.
AB 938 (Committee on Judiciary) - Relative caregivers and foster parents TC "AB 938 (Committee on Judiciary) - Relative caregivers and foster parents" \f C \l "2" 
Requires a social worker, when a child is removed from the home, to conduct an investigation, as specified, in order to identify and locate all adult relatives of the child and provide those persons, except as specified, with specified information, including that the child has been removed from the custody of his or her parents or guardians and an explanation of various options to participate in the care and placement of the child; requires a social worker to report to the court at the initial petition hearing regarding that effort.  Requires the Department of Social Services to develop the written notice providing that information to relatives, and requires the Judicial Council to develop a relative information form, as specified, to be provided to adult relatives by the social worker.  Requires probation officers to take similar steps with regard to locating adult relatives and providing them with specified information for minors who are taken into temporary custody and delivered to probation officers.  Chapter 261, Statutes of 2009.
AB 1324 (Bass) - Foster youth: identity theft TC "AB 1324 (Bass) - Foster youth: identity theft" \f C \l "2" 
Makes specified changes to the requirement on county welfare departments to request a free credit report on behalf of a youth in foster care who turns 16, by extending the time in which the credit report can be requested, and allowing the Department of Social Services to also make this request.  Revises the referral, upon any evidence of identity theft or negative items, to a government agency or nonprofit organization, rather than an approved counseling organization, and authorizes the agency or nonprofit organization to take remedial action on behalf of the foster youth to clear his or her credit record and report results to the referring entity.  Vetoed by the governor.
AB 1325 (Cook and Beall) - Tribal customary adoption TC "AB 1325 (Cook and Beall) - Tribal customary adoption" \f C \l "2" 
Establishes procedures, until January 1, 2014, to allow Indian children in the child welfare system to be provided with the permanence offered by adoption through the use of tribal customary adoption, which does not terminate the birth parents’ rights.  Requires the Judicial Council, by July 1, 2010, to adopt rules of court and necessary forms to implement tribal customary adoption.  Requires the council to study California’s tribal customary adoption provision, as specified, and report to the Legislature by January 1, 2013.  Chapter 287, Statutes of 2009.

In-Home Supportive Services TC "In-Home Supportive Services" \f C \l "1" 
SB 141 (Maldonado) - In-home supportive services: provider timesheets TC "SB 141 (Maldonado) - In-home supportive services: provider timesheets" \f C \l "2" 
Requires that timesheets for in-home supportive services contain a legal certification signed by the provider and recipient verifying that the information is true and correct, and establishes civil penalties for knowingly providing false information.  Pending in Assembly Appropriations Committee as a two-year bill. Similar provisions were incorporated into a budget trailer bill, ABx4 19, Chapter 17, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session.
SB 142 (Maldonado) - In-home supportive services: authorized tasks TC "SB 142 (Maldonado) - In-home supportive services: authorized tasks" \f C \l "2" 
Requires the Department of Social Services, on or before December 31, 2011, in consultation with county welfare departments and other stakeholders, to develop a process to ensure that in-home supportive services program providers receive a list of approved tasks to be performed for each recipient under the provider’s care.  Pending in Assembly Appropriations Committee as a two-year bill. Similar provisions were incorporated into a budget trailer bill, ABx4 19, Chapter 17, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session.
SB 246 (Benoit) - In-home supportive services: registries: criminal background checks TC "SB 246 (Benoit) - In-home supportive services: registries: criminal background checks" \f C \l "2" 
Requires persons to obtain a criminal background check, be fingerprinted, and placed on a registry, in order to be employed as a provider of in-home supportive services.  Pending in Senate Human Services Committee as a two-year bill. Similar provisions were incorporated into a budget trailer bill, ABx4 19, Chapter 17, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session.
SB 791 (Yee) - In-home supportive services: providers: COBRA TC "SB 791 (Yee) - In-home supportive services: providers: COBRA" \f C \l "2" 
Provides that, for purposes of in-home supportive services providers, the entity that administers health benefits under the federal Consolidated Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act (COBRA) shall be the same entity that implements a specified federal COBRA subsidy program for these providers.  Vetoed by the governor.

AB 378 (Cook) - In-home supportive services: provider training TC "AB 378 (Cook) - In-home supportive services: provider training" \f C \l "2" 
Requires each public authority, the employer of record for in-home supportive services workers, and nonprofit consortium responsible for delivery of in-home supportive services to develop training standards and core topics, with input from its advisory committee and other stakeholders, for the training it provides to in-home supportive services workers and clients.  On Senate inactive file.
AB 682 (B. Lowenthal) - In-home supportive services program: fraud TC "AB 682 (B. Lowenthal) - In-home supportive services program: fraud" \f C \l "2" 
Requires the Department of Social Services to evaluate existing provisions intended to combat fraud in the in-home supportive services program, as specified, and contingent upon adoption of a proposed increase in funding for in-home supportive services quality assurance in the 2009-10 budget.  Requires the department to convene a group of stakeholders, including the Department of Health Care Services and the district attorney of the county of Los Angeles, to produce a report to the Legislature by December 31, 2010, regarding the magnitude of fraud and recommendations to combat fraud.  Held in Senate Appropriations Committee. These provisions were subsequently amended out.
Social Services TC "Social Services" \f C \l "1" 
SB 774 (Ashburn) - Social workers: criminal history TC "SB 774 (Ashburn) - Social workers: criminal history" \f C \l "2" 
Requires county welfare departments to obtain background clearances for employment applicants or transferees within the county welfare department who have frequent contact with children, as specified, and specifies additional criteria the county welfare director must consider in determining whether or not there is convincing evidence that the person is of good character and should be allowed frequent and direct contact with children. Prohibits counties from hiring persons that are not found to be of good character justifying frequent and routine contact with children.  Held in Assembly Appropriations Committee.
Budget Trailer Bills (Human Services-related)

2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session

ABx4  4 (Evans) – Human Services
Chapter 4, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session. 

Contains provisions necessary to implement the 2009-10 budget, including these key changes:

· Child support:  Effective October 1, 2010, imposes a $25 federally established annual administrative service fee on never-assisted families for whom child support agencies collect $500 or more. Specifies how augmented funding (revenue stabilization funds appropriated in the 2009-10 Budget Act) for local child support agencies to maintain caseworker staffing levels shall be allocated and used.
· Community care licensing:  Increases by 10 percent the application and annual fees paid by community care facilities, including child care centers; family child care homes; foster family and group homes; adult residential facilities; and residential care facilities for the elderly.

· Child welfare services and foster care: 1) Ensures that children who are eligible for kinship guardianship assistance payments and also consumers of regional center services receive a dual-agency rate under specified circumstances. 2) Reduces by 10 percent the rates paid to group homes, foster family agencies, and other programs for which rates are tied to these, for care and services provided to foster children; provides “rate relief” in 2009-10 by allowing higher reimbursement rates for existing group homes than would otherwise apply under existing law given their staffing and service levels; allows the Department of Social Services to conduct some group home program audits that cover a period of fewer than 12 months.  3) Makes changes necessary to allow for increased federal financial participation in adoption assistance program benefit payments.  Specifies that adoption assistance program benefits shall not be increased based on age, but may be reassessed based on the child’s needs.  4) Requires, in order to implement components of new federal law, that case plans for children in foster care ensure educational stability and that public health nurses in the child welfare system perform specified duties.

· Older Californians Act programs:  Deletes requirements that Alzheimer’s day care resource centers provide or conduct training to students, services to family members, and community outreach.  Instead encourages these activities to the extent possible within existing resources, while continuing to require more direct services to participants.  Establishes priority for enrollment in the Linkages case management program for low-income individuals.

· CalWORKs: 1) Authorizes use of federal Temporary Assistance for Needy Families emergency contingency fund resources for subsidized employment, short-term non-recurring benefits, and basic assistance to families.  2) From July 1, 2009, to July 1, 2011, exempts parents or relative caregivers of very young children, as specified, from welfare-to-work requirements, and allows counties to exempt additional categories of individuals.  Stops the 60-month time-clock of limitations on supportive services and assistance for individuals exempted pursuant to these changes.  Exempts counties during those two years from the imposition of penalties resulting from failure to meet federal requirements.  Additionally, adds months in which a recipient is excused from participation for good cause to conditions that stop the time-clock. 3) Delays to April 1, 2012, (from April 1, 2010) the date by which the work incentive nutritional supplement program shall be fully implemented.  Delays to October 1, 2011, (from April 1, 2010) the date by which the temporary assistance program must begin.  This program is intended to provide a non-maintenance-of-effort-funded program for CalWORKs recipients who are exempt from work participation, which would increase the state’s caseload reduction credit and improve its ability to comply with federal work participation requirements.

· Automation issues: 1) Requires the Office of the Chief Information Officer and the Department of Child Support Services to jointly produce an annual report to be initially submitted on March 1, 2010, on the ongoing implementation of California’s child support automation system. 2) Allows the consortia of counties implementing the statewide automated welfare system for public assistance programs to make changes to funding allocations within their approved annual budgets.

· Supplemental Security Income/State Supplementary Program:  Reduces grants for married couples who are aged, blind, or disabled to the federal minimum level, to a maximum of $1,407 per month.  Reduces grants for individuals by $5 or 0.6 percent, to a maximum of $845 per month.

· In-home supportive services (IHSS): 1) Effective October 1, 2009, eliminates the share-of-cost “buy-out” under which the state pays the difference between some recipients’ IHSS share-of-costs and the higher share-of-costs those recipients would have borne under Medi-Cal. 2) Effective September 1, 2009, limits services to those with higher levels of need, as determined by rankings and scores created with a uniform needs-assessment tool.  Specifically, deems recipients eligible for “domestic and related” services only if they have a functional index rank of 4 or above (on a scale of 1 to 5, with 5 as the highest level of need for assistance) for each particular service.  Deems ineligible for any services individuals whose score (weighted average of individual service-related ranks) is below 2.0.  Exempts specified individuals.      3) Requires the Department of Social Services to convene a stakeholder group to develop and issue a report that evaluates implementation of quality assurance and fraud prevention and detection efforts, and make recommendations to further prevent errors and reduce fraud.  Requires providers to submit required verification of their identities and enrollment forms in person.

· Alcohol and drug programs:  Reduces by 10 percent the rates paid for Drug Medi-Cal services.

· Community Services Block Grant:  Temporarily expands eligibility to individuals with incomes up to 200 percent of the federal poverty level.  Limits this change to the period during which specified federal stimulus funds are available.

ABx4  5 (Evans) – Health
Chapter 5, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session 

Contains necessary statutory changes to amend appropriations for Department of Mental Health, Department of Developmental Services, Department of Health Care Services, and Department of Public Health contained in the 2009-10 Budget Act.  Changes related to the Department of Developmental Services only include the following:

· Porterville Developmental Center.  Includes residents receiving services in the center’s transition treatment program for purposes of counting toward the statutory limit of 297 people.
· Adult residential facilities for persons with special health care needs:  Extends this residential pilot program (often known as SB 962 homes) to January 1, 2011.  Under this program, these licensed homes provide 24-hour services to up to five adults with developmental disabilities who have special health care and intensive support needs.
ABx4  6 (Evans) – Medi-Cal
Chapter 6, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session.
Among its provisions, requires the Department of Health Care Services to submit a Medi-Cal waiver or demonstration project to the federal government in order to achieve the following:  1) strengthen California’s health care safety net, including disproportionate share hospitals; 2) reduce the number of uninsured Californians; 3) increase federal financial participation; 4) improve health care quality and outcomes; and, 5) promote home- and community-based care.  Requires the waiver to include Medi-Cal restructuring proposals in order for the program to better serve the most vulnerable beneficiaries, including seniors, people with disabilities, children with significant medical needs, and people with behavioral health conditions.  The goals of restructuring care for these populations include: increase access to better coordinated and integrated care for these populations, improve health outcomes, and slow long-term growth of the Medi-Cal program.  Restructuring will also seek to improve coordination between Medicare and Medi-Cal, improve integration of physical and behavioral health care, and use medical homes and specialty centers for children with significant medical needs.
ABx4  7 (Evans) – Public social services: statewide enrollment process
Chapter 7, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session.
Requires the Department of Health Care Services and the Department of Social Services to develop a statewide eligibility and enrollment determination process for Cal-WORKs, the Medi-Cal program, and the supplemental nutrition assistance program, as specified.
ABx4  8 (Evans) – Human services 

Chapter 8, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session.
Contains provisions related to the CalWORKs and Supplemental Security Income/State Supplementary Payment (SSI/SSP) programs necessary to implement the 2009-10 budget.  Specifically, this bill:

· Commencing July 1, 2011, requires counties to conduct a self-sufficiency review every six months with individuals in CalWORKs who are required to participate in welfare-to-work activities.

· Commencing July 1, 2011, revises the CalWORKs procedures for imposing sanctions on specified families receiving cash assistance and other services under the CalWORKs program, by including reductions, at specified intervals, in the grant amount of a family that includes a noncompliant individual, in some cases with the maximum grant reduction of 50 percent after the noncompliance has persisted for nine months.

· Commencing July 1, 2011, revises the CalWORKs time limits applicable for receipt of aid with respect to adults in assistance units to provide that the adult may not receive aid for more than 48 months in any 60-month period.  Authorizes the adult’s return to the assistance unit 12 months after receiving aid for the 48 months.

· Commencing with the 2010–11 fiscal year, prohibits any CalWORKs cost-of-living adjustment from being made unless otherwise specified by statute.
· For SSP, for each calendar year, commencing with the 2011 calendar year, prohibits any cost-of-living adjustment from being made unless otherwise specified by statute, except for the pass along of any cost-of-living increase in the federal SSI benefits.

· Require the Department of Social Services to collaborate with specified stakeholders on the implementation of the CalWORKs provisions of the bill.
ABx4  9 (Evans) – Developmental services
Chapter 9, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session.
Contains changes related to the area of developmental services necessary to enact modifications to the 2009-10 budget.  All of the changes occur, unless otherwise specified, at the time of the development, scheduled review, or modification of a client’s individual program plan or individual family service plan, and include the following:

· Purchase of services: 1) Requires regional centers to provide the client, or parents of minors, or conservator, with an annual statement that articulates the type, unit, month, and cost of services and supports purchased by the regional center. 2) Provides that regional centers shall only purchase “applied behavioral analysis” or “intensive behavior intervention services” that are consistent with evidence-based practices, promote positive social behaviors, and ameliorate behaviors which interfere with learning and social interactions; requires evaluation of hours every six months.  Requires any vendor of these services to conduct a behavioral assessment of each infant or toddler to whom the vendor provides these services and design an intervention plan for the child that are designed to achieve goals and objectives on the client’s plan. Creates specified standards related to these services.  3) Specifies that regional centers shall not purchase experimental treatment, therapeutic services, or devices that have not been clinically determined or scientifically proven to be effective or safe or for which risks and complications are known, including experimental medical or nutritional therapy when the use of the product for that purpose is not general physician practice. 4) Prohibits regional centers from purchasing medical or dental services for a client three years of age or older who is enrolled in Medi-Cal, has private insurance or is covered by a health care service plan, unless an appeal for requested services is being pursued by the client.  5) Prohibits regional centers from purchasing supportive services under the in-home supportive services program for a consumer who meets the criteria of the program but declines to apply for those services, unless the director of the regional center waives this provision. 6) Restricts the amount of respite services that may be purchased for a client and their family, as specified, except that a regional center may grant an exemption from these restrictions under prescribed circumstances. 7) Suspends the purchase of camping services, social recreation activities, except those vendored as day programs, educational services for children aged 3 to 17 years, and non-medical therapies such as music, dance and art, pending the implementation of the individual choice budget, and subject to exceptions.

· Individual choice budget trigger:  Requires the Department of Developmental Services, in consultation with stakeholders, to develop an alternative service delivery model that provides an individual choice budget for obtaining quality services and supports that provides choice and flexibility within a finite budget that, in the aggregate, reduces regional center purchase of service expenditures, and maximizes federal financial participation.  In addition, suspends the purchase of camping services, social recreation activities, except those vendored as day programs, educational services for children aged 3 to 17 years, and non-medical therapies such as music, dance and art, pending the implementation of the individual choice budget.  Provides for an exception process for extraordinary circumstances where the service is the primary or critical means of ameliorating the client’s developmental disability.

· Modifications to the Early Intervention Services Act:  1) Requires a family to access their private insurance or a health care service plan as applicable for all identified medical services, other than evaluation and assessment, for service provision or denial prior to services being provided by a regional center as payer of last resort. 2) Changes the definition of eligibility under the program to limit eligibility to only those infants and toddlers at the highest risk of a developmental disability in most need of program services, as specified.  Specifically, discontinues serving the federally permissive “at risk” population in the early start program and, instead, establishes a prevention program outside of early start and the Lanterman Act that provides a limited array of services.  3) Modifies the range of services under the early start program by offering services consistent with federal law, except that durable medical equipment will continue to be offered as identified through the individual family service plan.

· Least costly alternatives, negotiation of rates, and uniform holiday schedule: 1) Provides that regional centers fund the least expensive transportation modality that meets the client’s needs as set forth in the individual program plan or individual family service plan. Limits funding for specialized transportation services, as specified.  2) Requires, based upon meeting the needs of a client, regional centers to purchase services from the least costly vendor who is able to meet the client’s needs. 3) Requires regional centers to review and re-negotiate rates with supported living providers, as specified, and restricts conditions under which regional centers can supplement a client’s rent, mortgage, or lease payment.  In addition, where applicable and appropriate, requires regional centers to use the same supported living services agency to provide services that meet individual client’s needs who reside in the same home. 4) Provides for a uniform holiday schedule and increases the number of uniform holidays to a total of 14 days, or four more days than presently recognized by most regional centers and programs.
· Parent fee schedule:  Revises the existing parental fee schedule, which now applies to parents of children under the age of 18 who live in any out-of-home care arrangement (including community-based or a developmental center), in two key ways: the minimum income level upon which the fee is based would be updated to be equivalent to 100 percent of poverty, or $18,310 for a family of three, up from an income level of $12,501; the fee would be updated across all levels of income and adjusted to reflect the 2007 data available from the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s survey on the cost of raising a child in California (adjusting for the consumer price index from the survey date to the present).

· Vendor and provider changes: 1) Prohibits, with specified exceptions, a regional center from newly vendoring a 24-hour residential care facility with a licensed bed capacity of 16 or more, which is not eligible for federal financial participation. 2) Expands home health and respite provisions to include colostomy, ileostomy, and urinary catheter care and provides for specified wage increases for these workers/agencies.
· Reviews and evaluations: 1) Consolidates the existing life quality assessment and the evaluation of people with developmental disabilities moving from developmental centers into the community into a single quality assessment tool and data collection effort.  Specifically, requires the Department of Developmental Services by January 1, 2010, to implement an improved, unified system to identify a valid and reliable quality assurance instrument and to contract with an independent agency or organization for this purpose. 2) Eliminates the triennial quality assurance review process conducted by regional centers.
· Medi-Cal state plan amendment:  Requires the Department of Health Care Services and the Department of Developmental Services to seek and obtain a Medi-Cal state plan amendment, referred to as a “1915 (i),” which would enable California to obtain federal reimbursement for clients enrolled in Medi-Cal who are living in the community but who do not meet existing federal requirements of needing more involved medical care.

ABx4  19 (Evans) – In-home supportive services
Chapter 17, Statutes of 2009-10 Fourth Extraordinary Session.
Contains provisions related to the in-home supportive services (IHSS) program necessary to implement the 2009-10 budget, including the following:

· Requires that standardized provider timesheets used to track the work performed by IHSS providers contain a certification to be signed by the provider and recipient, verifying that the information is true and correct.  Effective July 1, 2011, requires the standardized provider timesheet to contain designated spaces for the index fingerprint of the provider and recipient.  Establishes a civil penalty of at least $500, but not to exceed $1,000, for each instance of intentional deception or misrepresentation in the provision of timesheet information that results in a fraud conviction.

· Requires criminal background checks to be completed for all prospective providers as of October 1, 2009.  Requires criminal background checks to be performed no later than July 1, 2010, for anyone who is already a provider on October 1, 2009.  Requires any individual applying to become a provider who is rejected as a result of information contained in the criminal background report to be given a copy of his or her criminal history.  Requires the Department of Social Services to develop a written appeal process for current and prospective providers who are deemed ineligible to receive payment for the provision of services due to information included in their criminal background checks.

· Requires the department to develop, by December 31, 2011, in consultation with county welfare departments and other stakeholders, a process to ensure that IHSS providers receive a list specifying the approved duties to be performed for recipients under their care, and a complete list of supportive service tasks available under the IHSS program.  Require the department, on or before July 1, 2010, and in consultation with the Department of Health Care Services, county welfare departments and other stakeholders, to ensure that a standardized curriculum and training materials are developed for county social workers in order to prevent fraud within the IHSS program.  Requires the department, in consultation with county welfare departments, consumer advocates and legislative staff, to develop protocols and procedures for obtaining fingerprint images of recipients of in-home supportive services.  Requires the department, in consultation with county welfare departments, to develop protocols for targeted mailings to providers and recipients.  
· Requires counties to distribute these targeted program integrity mailings to inform providers and recipients of program rules and requirements and the consequences of failing to adhere to them.  
· Authorizes unannounced visits to a recipient’s home in targeted cases where there is cause for concern regarding program integrity.  Requires the department, in consultation with county welfare departments, to develop protocols for follow-up home visits and other actions if the provider and recipient are not present during the initial visit, including, at a minimum, a notice sent to the recipient’s home regarding the visit and consequences of committing fraud, additional attempted visits, and follow-up phone calls to both the recipient and provider.
· Requires the provider enrollment form to be completed with a provider’s residential address and prohibit the use of a post office box as his or her address.  Prohibits provider paychecks from being sent to a post office box unless the county approves a written or oral request from the provider addressing why use of a post office box is necessary.  Requires a county to document a provider’s oral request and include the county’s approval or disapproval in the provider’s file.  
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Veto message:  I am returning Assembly Bill 82 without my signature. While this bill advances an appropriate policy objective that I would normally be inclined to support, I cannot in this current fiscal environment.  The implementation and oversight of a new pilot program, requiring increased monitoring and evaluation is labor-intensive, especially as both state and county welfare programs are struggling with their existing mandated activities.  For this reason, I am unable to sign this bill.
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Veto message:  I am returning Assembly Bill 324 without my signature.  While I appreciate the author and sponsors’ interest in better refining their planning and service levels for the seniors in their communities, this bill is unnecessary.  Local agencies can already use the specific index defined by this bill in their planning efforts. Furthermore, this bill would create General Fund cost pressures at a time when there is no ability to increase service levels.  For these reasons, I am unable to sign this bill.
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p.8
Veto message:  I am returning Assembly Bill 921 without my signature.  This bill would require county probation officers and parole officers to ensure that minors under the jurisdiction of the juvenile court be provided with written notification of services and benefits they may be eligible for upon termination of court jurisdiction. This bill also would require probation officers and parole officers to provide assistance in obtaining those services and benefits.  This bill would create local mandated costs attributable to the requirement that county probation officers provide specified information and assistance to juvenile wards of the court.  Given the state's severe economic climate and the social services reductions being implemented, it is not prudent to expand requirements imposed on state and local governmental programs.  Therefore, I am returning this bill without my signature.
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Veto message:  I am returning Assembly Bill 1324 without my signature.  I signed a measure in 2006 to protect foster youth from identity theft that has not yet been fully implemented because of the state’s fiscal challenges.  This funding was appropriated in 2008 and when fully implemented, existing law will help foster youth that have been the victims of identity theft.  Since the current program is still not fully operational, I believe this measure is premature and may have the unintended consequence of shifting county workload to the state.  If, through the implementation, it becomes clear that foster youth are not being served in the way the law intended, I would be willing to reconsider this matter.  For this reason, I am unable to sign this bill.
